Three New Reports Available on Transportation Energy Issues

The U.S. Department of Transportation's (DOT) Center for Climate Change and Environmental Forecasting has released "Greenhouse Gas Reduction Through State and Local Transportation Planning," a report with seven case studies focusing on the transportation planning process, strategies and other actions taken, and GHG emission reductions accomplished or projected. The report considers transportation planning by state DOTs, metropolitan planning organizations, and local transportation agencies, along with energy, environmental, or land use planning by other state and local agencies that considers climate change and transportation policies, investments, and strategies. DOT's Center for Climate Change and Environmental Forecasting also has issued a new report entitled "Fuel Options for Reducing Greenhouse Gas Emissions from Motor Vehicles." The report assesses the potential of gasoline substitutes to reduce emissions of carbon dioxide and other greenhouse gases (GHGs) by automobiles and light-duty trucks. Reductions in future GHG emissions are estimated under assumptions about growth in light- duty vehicle travel and the replacement of gasoline by other fuels, both in the near term (10 years) and the longer term (25 years).
