Re: Recommendations on Transportation and Land Use Related GHG Reduction Options

The purpose of this memo is to report to the SAG on the work completed by the Transportation and Land Use Working Group in evaluating potential greenhouse gas reduction options related to Maine transportation and land use.

The Group met three times-- on February 5, March 9 and May 20, 2004.  During the first meeting the group reviewed documents prepared by Center for Clean Air Policy on a range of potential options.  At that meeting the Group asked that all calculations be based on available Maine data, and reviewed and commented on a range of methodological and assumption issues.  During the second meeting, the Group reviewed updated baseline calculations, and began substantive discussion of some of the potential options.  The Group also formed a number of subcommittees which would conduct more intensive review and analysis of the options under consideration.  The reports of those subcommittees were shared with the Working Group members before the third meeting, and are included in the Group’s report as appendices.  At the third meeting, the Group discussed the reports of the subcommittees as well as the options.  Included in the attached report are all areas on which the Group reached consensus, and a description of the alternative options or approaches preferred by Group members in areas where consensus was not reached.  For non-consensus issues, The Working Group member organizations supporting each alternative approach are listed.
