As part of the President’s National Climate Change Technology Initiative (NCCTI), launched on June 11, 2001, the President directed the Secretary of Energy, in coordination with the Secretary of Commerce, to lead a multi-agency review of the Federal R&D portfolio and make recommendations. The Climate Change Technology Program (CCTP) was established to implement the President’s NCCTI. 

The Cabinet-level CCCSTI is chartered to provide recommendations to the President on matters concerning climate change science and technology; address related Federal R&D funding issues; and coordinate with Office of Management and Budget on implementing its recommendations.

The CCTP is a multi-agency research and development (R&D) coordination activity, organized under the auspices of the Cabinet-level Committee on Climate Change Science and Technology Integration (CCCSTI), established by the President on February 14, 2002. The Cabinet-level CCCSTI is chartered to provide recommendations to the President on matters concerning climate change science and technology; address related Federal R&D funding issues; and coordinate with Office of Management and Budget on implementing its recommendations. The Director of the CCTP is appointed by the Secretary of Energy and takes technical direction from DOE’s designated representative to the CCCSTI’s Interagency Working Group, who is currently the Under Secretary for Energy, Science and Environment. On November 21, 2002, a CCTP office was established by the Secretary of Energy to facilitate staff and technical support of the CCTP.
